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Everyone in the transport industry who owns or is responsible of the maintenance of dry vans with wooden laminated floors will eventually see signs of floor deterioration created by water and/or excessive moisture no matter what species are being used. This deterioration occurs 99% of the time at the rear near the doors of the trailer and could be surface cracks and delamination on or between wooden sticks, up to 50 % reduction of the strength and stiffness of the floor and in a worst case scenario, even decay under the steel threshold plate. Because of water and moisture the wooden floor of your dry van trailers will be less durable.
WAXIN protection has been developed by Prolam to protect the wood from these weathering effects. WAXIN is a unique treatment process which impregnates 8 feet of the surface of the wooden floor with solid paraffin. WAXIN treatment will reduce the variation of the moisture content of the wood keeping it dry enough to reduce significantly the weathering effects on your dry van floors. But there is better news than that! Several scientific studies have shown that paraffin-treated wood has decay resistance! One of the studies found that paraffin protection provides similar decay resistance as soluble fungicides; 3% Copper-8-quinolinolate (Cu-8) and 3% Rovral. Another one found the same result comparing paraffin to DDAZ and Cubaz chemical treatment. All studies conclude that paraffin is a non-toxic effective way to protect wood from decay.
Regardless what species being used, PROLAM laminated hardwood floor with the WAXIN treatment will always give you better durability than any other floor available in the industry. Stronger, stiffer, harder and now the most durable….nothing less with PROLAM.
